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The first series of Community Conversations took place in January 2024, with the goal of informing
the public and gathering input on the preliminary plans for the VIA Rapid Silver Line.

Building on the engagement from January, VIA Metropolitan Transit held a second series of
Community Conversations on September 11, 12, and 14, 2024, to continue providing opportunities for
residents and key stakeholders to offer input on the VIA Rapid Silver Line project.

The first public meeting was held on the west side of the corridor, followed by a meeting on the east
side, and concluded with a meeting at VIA’s headquarters, which is central to the VIA Rapid Silver
Line. The public meetings were held in an open house format to allow attendees to attend at their
convenience.

Upon arrival, guests were asked to sign-in and were given a one-page fact sheet describing the
Proposed VIA Rapid Silver Line (available in English and Spanish) and a comment form (available in
English and Spanish). The open house featured interactive stations for attendees to browse. Each
station was staffed by VIA and/or consultants who could answer questions about the project and
receive feedback. The interactive stations consisted of:

It's Advanced Rapid Transit (ART), a key component of the Keep SA Moving plan,
which San Antonio voters approved in November 2020.

This new, modern transit system would improve public transportation, revitalize
areas within the corridor and help more people make quicker connections to
their destinations—such as health care facilities, grocery stores, schools and
workplaces.

The Silver Line, a proposed corridor connecting the East and West sides through
Downtown, would run from just west of Our Lady of the Lake University to the
Frost Bank Center. It's being designed to improve service for existing riders and
attract new riders, to reduce vehicles on the road, and to mitigate congestion
and greenhouse gas emissions, improving air quality. The VIA Rapid Silver Line
will also support the City of San Antonio’s Vision Zero, a plan to eliminate traffic
fatalities and improve safety across the region.

The Silver Line and the VIA Rapid Green Line — the region’s first ART project,
which will run north to south along San Pedro Avenue — will connect
neighborhoods and businesses across the San Antonio region. Both VIA Rapid
lines are being supported with federal dollars set aside for projects like these.

Because the VIA Rapid projects are funded with federal dollars, VIA is required to evaluate the
potential impacts to the human and natural environment that could result from the proposed project
and provide opportunities for the public to provide input.

The process to identify, evaluate, approve, and implement the VIA Rapid Silver Line requires several
steps and will last several years.

The development of this proposed project is marked by extensive community involvement which is
fundamental to each phase.

First, we PLAN. VIA is in the process of project development and environmental study, and we expect
this phase to conclude in 2025.

In DESIGN, VIA will advance to final design from 2025 to 2026 in order to get ready for construction.

Additional activity occurs such as right-of-way acquisition and utility adjustments.

Finally, CONSTRUCTION. Construction can take up to three years for completion, and we anticipate
a project opening date as early as 2029 if the project gain public support and environmental approval.

Please note that funding for construction still needs to be identified.

First, it doesn't look like any of my comments from the last comment period were heeded, which is disheartening.

Second, it looks like essentially nothing is being built on the east side past Pine st. Presumably because the road is too narrow. This mostly defeats the point, since without the bus lane this is
mostly just a regular city bus, and there is already a regular bus on Houston st. If VIA cannot or will not widen Houston or build a viaduct to accommodate the buses, then | think the project should
be rerouted to Commerce st, which does have room for dedicated bus lanes and which has similar population and business density to Houston. Since the link to the Frost Bank Center is a
requirement, it can be reached by hooking north at the end of the line on Coca-Cola place, which also takes the buses straight to the front steps of the Freeman Coliseum. Additionally, this route
would serve St. Philips college, which Houston st. routing does not. The current bus on Commerce st., the 25, has higher ridership than the Houston bus (24), so this route would probably have
higher ridership too.

Third, the roll plots seem to pretend that the railroad crossing at st. Pauls square doesn't exist. It does, and will be a substantial delay for the bus. | still believe the route should cross I-37 at
Montana street, which is already bus-only here in at least one direction, use the existing Robert Thompson transit center, which is both cheaper (because it already exists) and higher quality than
any stop you can build on the side of the street on Commerce, and rejoin the planned route on Cherry st. or some point east (which also reduces the sharpness of the turn compared to the
intersection at Commerce st). If my recommendation of rerouting to Commerce street east of Cherry is also taken, then it would make sense to continue on Montana for a few blocks first, where
the two streets are closer. Montana goes under the railroad, so it bypasses the railroad crossing, significantly improving the speed and reliability of the bus.

Fourth, the connection to Centro Plaza is still bad. Even if the bus route cannot be designed to access Centro Plaza directly, there should at least be pedestrian improvements to ease the bad
transfer.

Fifth, | want to express that the bus should be designed for the highest speed and convenience of the bus riders. Therefore, the strongest form of bus priority signals should be used, and bus
priority lanes provided everywhere possible. Additionally, the lanes need to be designed to keep cars out; simply designating them on paper without building any infrastructure to enforce this will
result in most drivers ignoring the bus lane, defeating the point.

The design of the west side looks good, so it is disappointing to see how underdesigned the east side seems to be, with sharp corners, missed transfers, railroad crossings, and no bus lane. This
does not look like it will be "rapid" or "advanced" on the east side, based on these design decisions.
